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1. Introduction (12 pt, Sentence case)
The introduction should describe the background of the study, research problem, and objectives. Authors should include relevant literature to highlight the research gap and explain the significance of the study. The section should be clear, concise, and logically organized.
If needed, make subdivision for each section as follows.
1.1 Subdivision - numbered sections (12 pt, Sentence case)
1.1.1 Subdivision - numbered sections (12 pt, Sentence case)
2. Heading 2 (12 pt, Sentence case)
This section should describe the study design, data sources, materials, and methods used in the research. Authors should clearly explain data collection, analysis techniques, and any tools or models applied. The description should be detailed enough to allow replication of the study.
3. Heading 3  (12 pt, Sentence case)
Present the findings of the study clearly using text, tables, and figures. Highlight key results and trends without interpretation.
4. Heading 4 (12 pt, Sentence case)
Interpret the results and explain their significance. Compare findings with previous studies and highlight the contribution of the research.
5. Heading 5 (12 pt, Sentence case)
Summarize the key findings of your study in brief. Clearly state whether the research objectives were achieved. Highlight the significance of your results and their practical or theoretical implications. Optionally, mention limitations and suggest future research directions.
Figures, Tables, etc
Authors should include figures (graphs, images, diagrams) that are clear, relevant, and properly labeled. Each figure must be numbered sequentially (e.g., Figure 1, Figure 2) and should be cited in the text. A descriptive caption must be provided below the figure. Figures should be of high resolution and must not be distorted. If the figure is taken from another source, proper permission and citation must be included.

Tables should be used to present data clearly and concisely. Each table must be numbered sequentially (e.g., Table 1, Table 2) and referred to in the text. A clear and concise title should be placed above the table. Avoid duplication of data already described in the text. All columns must have proper headings, and units (if any) should be clearly mentioned.

6. References (12 pt, Sentence case)
All references should style in APA Format. 
Authors must format references according to APA style. Each reference should begin with the author names written as surname followed by initials. This should be followed by the year of publication in parentheses. The title of the article must be written in sentence case (only the first word and proper nouns capitalized). The journal name should be in italics and in Title Case. After that, include the volume number in italics along with the issue number in brackets, followed by the page range or article number.

Citations
Authors should use the APA author–date citation style for referencing within the text. Each citation must include the author’s last name and year of publication, for example (Sharma, 2020). In cases of two authors, use (Gupta & Mehta, 2019), and for three or more authors, use (Kumar et al., 2021). When mentioning the author within the sentence, it should be written as Sharma (2020) reported significant results or according to Gupta and Mehta (2019), the method is effective. Multiple citations should be listed together in alphabetical order, such as (Kumar et al., 2021; Sharma, 2020; Verma, 2018). All in-text citations must correspond to the full reference list provided at the end of the manuscript, which should be arranged alphabetically according to APA guidelines.
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
